· Plot questions (character motivation, accuracy of events)

· Use of simile, imagery, and metaphor in the epic
· Identifying tone 
· Connecting evidence to the Greek values it represents and thematic relevance of plot points
· One portion of your exam will be an excerpt from the Odyssey that we have not read.  You will have multiple choice questions to answer that cover the concepts above and asks about the similarities between portions we have read and the new selection.
