· A simple SUBJECT is the subject without the words that modify (describe) it.
· A simple PREDICATE is the verb without the words that modify (describe) it.

· Ex:  Many aspects of life depend upon electricity.

· A COMPOUND PREDICATE is composed of  two or more simple predicates.

· Ex:  Antarctica – the world’s coldest, windiest, highest continent – is not an easy place to work.
· Antarctic winds average 44 miles per hour, but they can gust to 120 miles per hour. 

· Most scientists and support staff conduct research from spring through fall and head home for the winter.
· Complete darkness and extreme cold isolate Antarctica and discourage research during the six-month-long winter.
